Edit the example text in the template below to display your personal memory location list assignment. 
The example text shown is only a guide, offering ideas for layout. Obviously, using this layout, memory locations containing headings (00, 20 40, etc) would not have telephone numbers programmed into them. 

There is no reason why the actual stored telephone number can’t be entered into the list, along with the name of the entry. I chose not to, as the telephone number of any memory button can be viewed at any time on the telephone LCD display. Press [VIEW], [MEM], [enter memory location]. 
(HINT: Stored numbers can be viewed even while speaking on the telephone, handy if the other party asks you for someone’s telephone number)

When you have entered your memory location list, print the page and cut around the outside of the template.

The ideal place to store the memory location list, for easy access, is on the information slide, beneath the ON-OFF button on the telephone. Pull the clear plastic tab, and fully extend the slide.

Take the printed template, and with the writing facing up, fold it in half from top to bottom, along the line between 09 and 10, so that the writing on both halves face each other.

Unfold the template to flat again, refold in half crossways,  writing facing each other.
Crease the fold tightly, and while folded crossways, refold top to bottom, along the original fold line.

This will produce a folded list that will fit within the information slide, and can be unfolded for viewing as required.

All that remains is to secure the list onto the slide. I used two strips of thin, double sided tape, across the plastic slide, which secured the list nicely.

The folded list needs to be secured with it’s rear side to the plastic information slide. I found the best location is with the bottom edge of the list just a few mm above the bottom edge of the plastic. This gives plenty of room above the list to open it out upwards.

The sides of the folded list should be equally between the sides of the plastic slide. 

If you have positioned the list correctly, the slide should move in and out easily with the list folded. With the slide extended, the list should be easily opened and viewed.
