THE EXTENSION TO THE GYM IS NOW REALITY 

On Saturday 2nd May, the Minister for Tourism, Sport and Recreation, Mr Andrew Barr, announced on Tim Gavel’s 
ABC Grandstand program that the re-elected ACT Government in its May budget would honour its election      
promise to fund the extension of the Woden Valley Gymnastics Club.   

The Club leases the Assembly Hall in the old Holder High School which is now the Grant Cameron Community 
Centre in Holder.  Mr Barr indicated that the extension 18 m x 21 m to the rear of building would cost in the vicinity 
of $550,000 and that the extension was to primarily provide pits to improve safe landings when learning release 
moves and the more difficult and complex skills required in high level men’s and women’s gymnastics.  He also 
stated that there would be a further grant of $100,000 to provide trampoline beds and foam in the pits as well as 
purchasing some new equipment to complete the outfit of the new complex. 

Once completed, this extension will bring the Club to the same standard as the other major Clubs in Canberra and 
will provide vital sporting infrastructure to Weston Creek and the new suburbs in Molonglo.
