Ref:      Petition regarding workers’ constitutional rights arising from unlawful termination case of Hilda Zhang, presented by Senator Marshall on 11 September 2007

I refer to the matter above and my email of 29 May. On 2nd June Candice advised me Mr Carter received my email of 26 May but would not respond to it, his letter is the committee’s decision so it was the end of the road unfortunately.

Implicitly, Mr Carter does not deny misleading intention at all, and he believes the committee members support his misleading intention.

What Mr Carter has tried to let the petitioners, constituents, know is to the effect that Senate does not want Australians have right to obey the laws at work. Do you accept that? Do you support Mr Carter’s misleading letter (or the reasons of decision)?

The question has changed from whether ‘the Senate urging a plea to the Attorney-General would succeed’ to whether Senate really wants Australians have right to obey the laws at work.

On face of Mr Carter’s letter, the committee dose not want petitioners, constituents, know that Senators do not really want Australians have right to obey the laws at work, so the committee desperately tries to avoid the first request of the petition by giving fraudulent reasons.
