Dear Ms Gillard MP,
 
I refer to my email to you on 16 June and a further email to Ms Purcell of your office on 17 July, which was copied to you. On 21 July Ms Purcell informed me that you did not support our petitions for workers' rights because we were not in your electorate and the issue was not in your portfolios even though you did not deny that the petitions were "for the right of ordinary Australians". It sounded that your attitude toward the petitions was like the High Court's attitude: it was not "sufficient to justify" a support from you.
 
You had been informed that Ms Roxon MP could not do anything about the issue, for which we have petitioned, in her capacity as a MP and the Shadow Attorney-General. If you were in her position do you believe that you can do better than her? It was easy to blame other people and did nothing.
 
Nevertheless thank you, your advisers and Ms Purcell for your time and attentions and for finally clarifying your position.

In your first speech to the Parliament you proudly declared:
 
"We stand for the right of ordinary Australians-those who have neither wealth nor power-to a fair go, to be treated with dignity and respect in the workplace, to be recognised and valued as citizens and to have a say in their nation's future."
 
When I approached Mr Mildenhall MP (Vic) he told me that he knew many people 
lost their fights, health and families. Many people were depressed and committed suicides because they were unfairly and unlawfully treated in both of the workplaces and the legal system. In that sense the petitions for workers' rights are also relevant to your portfolios of health apart from what you stood for, as quoted above.
 
We do believe: "the right of ordinary Australians" is worth fighting for despite frustrated by the difficulties we faced.
