St. Louis, 19. Dec. 1886

Dear Parents, sisters, brothers and in laws,

We have got your letter being of good health, the same we hope of you.

Dear mother, I have just after your letter written, but not received

an answer, which one has got lost, yours or mine?

Dear Parents, we have had a dry summer and very little rain. Winter

was nearly none, but this could come yet. The harvest was pretty good,

only the corn had suffered under the heat. I have 800 bushel potatoes

and also 800 bushel sweet potatoes. Hay, oats and rye all were good.

The potatoes costs in German money 1 Taler the bushel, sweet potatoes

1 1/4, Hay 1 Taler the 100, ray straw 1 1/4 and corn 50 cent the

bushel.

Dear Parents, me too have lost a mule and a week ago I have lost a

cow, but this is not so bad, I will get a new one for 25 Dollar. For

the mule I have got a horse.

Dear Parents, my family has grown with a daughter, named Ida. My

brother in law is always ill. He has said that he will return to

Germany in spring. I would very much enjoy going with him, but our

purse does not agree. I have met Johann Diercks from Wedel. He is a

shoe maker in Jefferson. He is Maria Diercks' brother and he gives you

his regards. Heinrich Heinsohn has travelled to them and has visiting

them all. He told that Schaffer had come from hunting and had shot a

deer. This pleasure I haven't got, we do not have deer. Also I have

met Diedrich Biesterfeld. He is married and works in a carpet shop.

Her mother and sisters and brothers live together. Anna has also been

married, her husband has died after only 1 year. Johann Kohfelt is

working in St. Louis too. He has visited me in summer, may be he has

changed.

Dear mother, give regards to August Brauer and his father and tell him

I have never seen his card. Otherwise I would have come. As I was told

Brauer intend to come abroad, and when anybody of my brothers or

sisters would intent do come too, please do write and I will send you

the passport, it is much more cheeper then in Germany.
