Where we got 1 Taler

last year we now get only a quarter.

Also I had to buy a new horse. Last week we had to slaughter, I had

wished to have you with us for helping us making sausages.

Dear Mother and sisters and brothers, It is not much new to write. The

weather is like yours always warm with much rain.

Heinrich Heinsohn has got married, a widow with 6 children. All boys

of Wedel have been in for the marriage, have danced until morning 6'0

clock.
