“Since 1988, when the first three
alpacas arrived in Australia, the
national herd has grown to
100,000,” he said.

“The number of registered
breeders is now 2300, of whom 150

are located in the Hills,
Hawkesbury and Blue Mountains
area.”

Mr Taylor said a number of Hills
breeders would have open days in
the week after the show.
